WHEREAS, the County, Coroner, and Independent Contractor entered into an
Agreement dated February 15, 2012 (hereinafter referred to as the “Agreement’) and a
subsequent Amendment(s), which outlines certain duties that would be rendered by the
Independent Contractor for the County and the Coroner; and

WHEREAS, the County, Coroner, and Independent Contractor wish to enter into an
additional Amendment to Forensic Services Agreement to again amend the provisions of
Paragraph 2(a) to include an increase of the current fee of One Thousand One Hundred
Fifty and 00/100 Dollars ($1,150.00) to One Thousand Two Hundred Fifty and 00/100
Dollars ($1,250.00) for each autopsy and protocol.



NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises contained herein, the parties
intending to be legally bound hereby, for good and valuable consideration, do hereby
agree as follows:

1. Effective May 1, 2022, the pricing summary per autopsy and protocol will increase
to One Thousand Two Hundred Fifty and 00/100 Dollars ($1,250.00).

2. Unless otherwise defined herein, the terms used herein shall have the same
meaning as set forth in the Agreement.

3. All other terms and conditions of the Agreement not modified herein remain in

effect.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the parties have hereby set their hands and seals, causing this
