The regular public meeting of the Butler County Board of Commissioners was called to order by
Chairman Leslie Osche at 10:04 a.m. on Wednesday, September 1, 2021, in the Public Meeting
Room.

A moment of silent prayer was observed, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Chairman Osche called for a motion to approve the August 18, 2021 Public Meeting minutes.

Commissioner Boozel made the motion; seconded by Commissioner Geyer. The motion carried
unanimously.

I. Human Services — Area Agency on Aging
1. Brandon Savochka requested approval to enter into a lease agreement with Saint Gregory Parish

Charitable Trust of Evans City, PA for the Senior Center Management Program. Term of the
agreement is 7/1/21 — 6/30/22. There is no increase in cost; there are no County funds involved;
payment will be made from the Aging Block Grant. Rates are as follows:
a. Utilities - $600/month
b. Waste removal - $80/month
c. Fee for usage outside normal center hours - $75/hour

Commissioner Boozel made the motion; seconded by Commissioner Geyer. The motion carried
unanimously.

J. Planning — Ag Land Preservation/Recycling (See Attachment Book for details)

1. Sheryl Kelly requested approval of a Letter of Engagement from the appraisal firm of Sammartino,
Stout & Lo Presti of Erie, PA to complete a self-contained appraisal in the amount of $7,000 for a
farm in Butler County in which the County is applying for federal funding. This type of appraisal is
specifically required for this funding source. This was approved by the Butler County Ag Land
Preservation Board at their last meeting. Also requesting approval for Mark Gordon to sign the
LOE.

Commissioner Geyer made the motion; seconded by Commissioner Boozel. The motion carried
unanimously.

2. Sheryl Kelly requested approval of a temporary contract change with ECS&R (see Attachment
Book for price list), the company handling the county’s household hazardous waste collection, due
to waste disposal facilities being temporarily closed across the region because they have been
required to update their waste treatment processes.



Commissioner Geyer made the motion; seconded by Commissioner Boozel. An amended motion
was made by Commissioner Geyer and seconded by Commissioner Boozel that after October 30,
2021, the prices would revert back to the original contracted prices. The motion carried
unanimously.

1. On behalf of Sheriff Slupe, Chief Clerk Lori Altman requested approval of an agreement between
the Butler County Sheriff's Office and the Borough of Saxonburg to provide deputy services at their
annual fund raising raffle. The County shall compensate the deputies for services provided by
them.

The motion carried
unanimously.

The motion carried
unanimously.

Juvenile Probation Grant & Aid

The Juvenile Court Judges Commission (JCIC) provides grant and aid on a yearly basis to support and
enhance Pennsylvania’s Juvenile Justice System. Butler County receives $257,705.00. The purpose of
the funds are as follows:

« Implementation and sustainability of the Juvenile Justice Enhancement Strategies

¢ Expansion of paid juvenile probation services

o Increase and maintenance of salaries for juvenile probation officers to allow the court to hold
and recruit qualified probation officers

o Support training programs for probation officers that is provided by or approved by the ICJC

¢ Support JCIC sponsored graduate education programs for juvenile probation officers.

o Continuation of the JCJC approved services as applicable, supported during the counties past
grant year.

The application for those funds includes the following documents:

o Juvenile Probation Services Grant agreement:lays out the amount and terms of the grant

e Financial statement: an accounting of the actual expenditures of the grand funds and interest
for the prior fiscal year

¢ Proposed Budget: for the expenditure of grant funds in the current fiscal year

o JJSES implementation Plan Signature page: Agreement of Butler County’s Juvenile Probation
office to implement JISES initiatives per the plan submitted to and approved by JCJC.

e Equitable Compensation Letter: Verifies the compensation, including salaries, salary increases,
employee benefits, bonuses and any other compensation provided to county juvenile probation
personnel is equitable to that of other county and court employees.
